Highland Police and Fire Departments wish to remind you
that fireworks (safe and sane included) are not permitted
within the City of Highland city limits. It is a violation to own,
use or sell any type of fireworks within the City of Highland.
Use of fireworks may result in a citation and fine of $1,000 or
arrest.

The Highland Police and Fire Departments will have extra

officers working over the July 4th Holiday period. Fireworks

will be confiscated and violators may be cited or arrested.

Possession of explosive devices exceeding 50 milligrams is a felony. Individuals may be
held liable for damages (and parents may be held liable for damages caused by their
children) resulting from use of fireworks and for costs of a response by the Fire and
Police Department.

Violators will be prosecuted—Highland Municipal Code Section 8.58.020

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What is Stormwater?
Stormwater is rain, snow melt, or irrigation water that flows across impervious surfaces and eventually
reaches our waterways. Stormwater is not treated before being released into the environment. That’s
why it's so important to make sure that we keep stormwater clean of pollutants - to protect our health
and the environment.

How can you prevent stormwater pollution in your home and garden?
Stormwater runoff is susceptible to picking up all sorts of pollutants on its way to the ocean or local
bodies of water. Common stormwater pollutants include trash, pet waste, motor oil, pesticides, and
other chemicals. These pollutants pose a serious health risk to people swimming or fishing in our water
bodies as well as to wildlife.

Here are some tips on how we can all do our part to prevent stormwater pollution:

e Dispose of trash in the proper bins, and make sure your trash bin lids are secure.

e Always pick up after your pet. Order a free doggie bag canister here: https://
sbcountystormwater.org/residents/dog-owners/so you never find yourself without a poop bag.

e Reduce the use of pesticides and fertilizers in your garden. Find tips for less-toxic alternatives here:

HOw TO BE A STORMWATER HERO...

Capturing and Conserving Stormwater
Stormwater is also a valuable resource. Especially as drought becomes more common, capturing and
conserving rainwater can help reduce our reliance on potable water. Here are some tips for making the
most of the scarce but free rainwater that falls on our gardens:

e Apply mulch and compost to your garden. This will create
nutritious soil and help your soil capture and retain water.

e Install a rain barrel or rain cistern to capture rainwater and save
it to use in drier months. You may even qualify for a rebate to
subsidize the cost of your water capture system. Check with your
local water agency to find what rebates are available to you.

Tips for A Safe and Healthy Summertime

Whether you are planning an overseas vacation, getting ready for a staycation, or will be working
outdoors, the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention’s latest health tips provides practical advice
for everyone who wants to beat the summer heat.

Travel abroad safely - Before traveling abroad, check out health and safety risks at your
destination. Animal illnesses and drinking water might be very different from what you are used to and
could make you sick. Get needed vaccinations at least 4 to 6 weeks before you leave to ensure you are
protected by the time you travel.

Beat the heat and rays - Heat kills more than 600
people in the United States each year. Preventing heat-
related illnesses, including heat stroke and heat
exhaustion, is important for people of all ages, but
extreme heat poses the greatest risk for people under
age 4 and over 65, and anyone who has a pre-existing
medical condition or who lives in a home without air
conditioning. The best ways to protect yourself from
heat include staying cool, hydrated, and informed: find
air-conditioning during hot hours and wear cool
clothing, drink plenty of liquids, and pay attention to
heat advisories.

Sunburn is a common summertime injury. Unprotected skin can be burned by the sun’s UV rays in as
little as 15 minutes but can take up to 12 hours for the skin to show the damage. CDC recommends
staying out of the sun between 10a.m. and 4p.m., when its UV rays are at their highest level. Sunscreen is
recommended for anyone working and playing outside in the summer, even on cloudy days. Hats,
sunglasses, and long sleeves are also recommended for outdoors activities.

Children’s health and safety - Summer activities, such as riding a bike and playground time, are great
for a child’s development. To keep kids healthy and safe all summer long, be sure children use helmets
that fit well while riding their bikes and follow playground safety tips from CDC’s website. Parents
should ensure children stay safe while traveling in cars. Children should be properly buckled in a car
seat, booster seat, or seat belt —whichever is appropriate for their weight, height, and age — on every
trip. Properly buckling reduces serious and fatal injuries by up to 80 percent. Children under age 13 are
best protected in the back seat.

Food safety - Food poisoning peaks during summer months due to warmer temperatures, which can
let foodborne germs thrive. Each year, 1 in 6 Americans get sick from eating contaminated food.

TRANSPORTATION GUIDELINES

Before transporting hazardous waste
to a collection facility, be sure that:

« The amount of waste transported does not
exceed 15 gallons or 125 Ibs. per visit in
containers no larger than 5 gallons.

« The waste is properly labeled as to its contents
or in its original container.

« The containers are sound, not leaking and
sealed.

« Wastes are placed securely in the vehicle for
safe transport.

« The contents of the container are the same as
stated on the label. If not, cover up the label and
write the name of its contents.

DANGER SIGNS

Hot weather can be dangerous and even deadly. Precautions must be taken to ensure health and
safety during our summer months. A person suffering from the heat may not realize it. Be aware of
the warning signs of heat related illness, which include:

» Heat cramps: Painful muscle contractions, usually in the hamstring muscles.
» Heat exhaustion: Dizziness, fatigue, headache, rapid/weak pulse, pale or clammy skin.
» Heatstroke: Hot/dry/flushed skin, high body temperature, rapid heartbeat and confusion.

PREVENTION TIPS

Drink plenty of water. Carry a bottle with you when you are away from home.
Wear loose fitting cotton clothing and hats with wide brims and carry an umbrella.
Check with your doctor. Heat may affect your reaction to certain medications.
Keep electric lights low or off, shades drawn and blinds closed and limit oven use.
Stay in well-ventilated areas. Circulation of air helps you keep cool.

Open a window or turn on a fan or air conditioner.

Have a friend check up on you at different times of the day when it is very hot.
Eat light meals and avoid alcohol and caffeine.

Plan ahead so your outside activities are during the coolest part of the day.

Avoid unnecessary activity and being in direct sunlight or a hot environment.
Take your time. Do not run around in a hurry.

Never wait in a car or leave people or pets in a car.

Remember, excessive heat exposure can result in illness or death!
