If
not, cover up the label and write
the name of its contents.

ACCEPTED ITEMS



Never pour fats, oil, or grease down drains, even if you have a garbage
disposal! It could cause sewer backups into houses or onto streets, harming
wildlife and be expensive to clean up.
Pour cooking oil and grease into a seal-able container with an absorbent
such as paper garbage and discard with your other garbage.
Recycle large amounts of grease or cooking oil (including from deep fryers),
in a tightly sealed container.

Use food strainers in kitchen sinks to catch food particles and scrape leftover
food waste into the garbage or compost container instead of the garbage
disposal.

Got Leftover Cooking Oil?
If you have or anticipate having used cooking oil/grease,
here are a few tips for proper disposal: 
1. Let the used cooking oil/grease cool to a safe handling
temperature. 
2. Pour it into a container with a lid for safe storage and
transportation. 
3. Dispose of it properly by taking it to the San
Bernardino County Fire Department’s Household
Hazardous Waste Collection Facility located at 2824 East
“W” Street, San Bernardino, CA 92415. Monday – Friday
from 9am to 4pm. -909-382-5401.
